e sequence: using appropriate verb tenses and expressions of time (e.g., prima, poi, domani, dopo domani)

¢ oral histories: e.g., conversations with an Elder about celebrations, traditions, and protocols

¢ identity: Identity is influenced by, for example, traditions, protocols, celebrations, and festivals.

e place: A sense of place can be influenced by, for example, territory, food, clothing, and creative works.

o time frames: may include the passato prossimo, I'imperfetto, il futuro, and nuances of the passato prossimo and I'imperfetto

¢ language formality and etiquette:
— use of titles to address people (e.g., Professore Rossi, Avvocato Lanni)
— use of tuand Lei and loro versus Loro
— use of loro and related verb forms

e regional dialects: e.g., dialects and expressions from various regions in Italy and what communities are doing to preserve them; the evolution
of language (e.g., accents, idiomatic expressions, local slang vocabulary); colloquial expressions from across the Italian-speaking world

e creative works: e.g., painting, sculpture, theatre, dance, poetry and prose, filmmaking, musical composition, architecture
